Barratt London is proposing to 
redevelop the former Homebase site 
on Davidson Way. Since the store 
closed in January 2025, the land has 
remained vacant and out of use. 

Our plans aim to transform this brownfield site into 
a vibrant community with new homes, green open 
space and routes.

Background
The site is on the corner of Rom Valley Way and 
Havering Council has already identified this site in its 
Romford Town Centre Masterplan. This masterplan 
was created after a number of consultations with the 
community and was approved in March 2025.

What is proposed?
We are aiming to create a sustainable, high-quality 
development featuring:

Public play areas and urban greening with 
around 120 new trees to be planted
A town centre, car-free scheme focused on 
promoting sustainable travel
Up to 500 jobs across construction and 
once completed
